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INSTRUCTION FOR AUTHORS


1. INTRODUCTION


This document presents instruction for authors to preparing papers to IX Scientific Conference Rzeszów-Lviv-Košice. Following this instructions allow Organizing Committee to prepare proceeding book properly. This document is available on conference web page: http://www.prz.rzeszow.pl/r-l-k/ and can be used as a template for conference papers.

2. BASIC PAGE SETUP


Paper is to be printed one side on paper sheet size A4 (210mm x 297mm), portrait oriented, with margins: top: 25 mm, bottom: 20 mm, left: 25 mm and right: 20 mm. Do not provide any numbering (footers) or headings. Paper must not exceed 8 pages, recommend being even.

3. TEXT SETUP

Paper text should be prepared with Word for Windows® editor base only on font Times New Roman, size 12 p., single line spacing.

3.1 First page

Before typing data of author(s) please left 8 base lines free form top margin (ca 4 cm). SURNAME type in CAPS. Affiliation data including institution and e-mail (size 10 p.) should be located at bottom of page. It is recommend to insert this data with Insert-Footnote-Page function.

Title of paper typed in CAPS, size 14 p., centered, should not exceed 10 words and should be spaced from first line of author(s) list with 4 basic lines, approx 2 cm. 

Main text should be spaced from first line of title with 3 basic lines approx. 1.6 cm. 

3.2 Headlines

Main chapter headlines paragraph numbered, aligned left, typed in 12 p. CAPS, and should have additional 6p. upper spacing. Headline of Literature (references) should not be numbered. Sub-chapter headlines paragraph typed in 12 p. with lower 6 p. spacing and with numbering including number of main headline (as in this text). 

3.3 Lists

Any list in text should be numbered or pointed as in examples:

1. Fist row (number align to left margin, text shifted and intended from number 1 cm)

2. Next and end row

· Fist row (as for numbered list, followed by coma “,”),

· Next row,

· End row (followed by point “.”).

4. OBJECTS IN TEXT

4.1 Drawings, schemes and photographs

These objects should be aligned to center, spaced from text with 6.p with legend including description of presented object(s) centered under the object, numbered. All objects due to copy technique limits should be inserted in back and white or gray scale colours.

4.2 Tables

These objects should be aligned to center, with legend including description of presented data align left above the object, numbered and spaced 6 p. before upper line of text.

4.3 Formulas

Should be written in Equation® editor. Variables, numbers and functions font: Times New Roman size 12 p., regular. Indexes 7 p., subindexes 6p.

Formulas are to be aligned to center with 6 p. upper and lower spacing, followed by number in round brackets aligned to right margin.

(separated with one line from text above and below, style as for title)

Summary

Summary of paper translated to English should not exceed 10 lines of text (approx. 150 words), has to be written as regular text. 

Top margin 25 mm

8 single lines 12 p. spacing (app. 40 mm)


Only on first page!





4 single lines 12 p. spacing before title





3 single lines 12 p. spacing before title first line and  text





Bottom margin 20 mm
